COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES FOR MAY 21, 2009 
 
All members were present except Diana Burkhardt.  
 
Tim Merkel called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm. 
Julie Beitelschees was invited to address council on a couple issues and led devotions and 
the opening prayer.  The devotions were focused on Jeremiah 17:7-8.  
 
Julie shared with us that the Toledo chapter of LOVE Inc. has changed its name to 
Toledo Area Ministries Clearing House.  She explained that it hopes to involve the local 
churches to help with more follow up to the people requesting help.  Julie suggested that 
we support this organization financially since we are a partner and support it.  All of 
council agreed with this.  She also talked about other ministries that they are involved 
with including the “Back Pack Ministry”. 
 
Julie also discussed with us the “Reconciling Lutherans Covenant”.  This covenant states 
that we as Lutherans accept all people regardless of race and sexual orientation.
