Nurtur e:  Bonnie was happy to report that the congregation gave Pastor Fred a check for $500 as our way of
saying thanks for his 14 months of dedicated service through the transition.  She also reported that for the Easter
Brunch we collected $400 with $300 in matching funds for the painting project.  Pastor Rich’s installation and
Cinco de Mayo will be held on Sunday May 3 and as previously noted the committee decided not to have the pound
auction.

Youth and Friends:  It was reported that they will look at hosting a Euchre night and also a night at the Mud Hens
in the coming months.

Education:  Michelle asked for input on possible Sunday school material.  Some ideas were discussed and recom-
mended that it be discussed with Pastor Rich.

Property:   Outside painting project was discussed.  They plan on painting on Saturday May 9.  They are getting
estimates for filling the potholes.  The wood on the cross needs to be repaired.  The kitchen repairs were discussed
and it was noted that Brian Yarger does not have commercial insurance.

It was also discussed about having him be contracted to do other projects such as repairing the
outside cross.
