When life gets too busy, it's time to step back, slow down, and take in a larger view. |
like to think of summertime as God'’s time for us to see the big picture and be refreshed.

Our weekly worship time can help. This year most of our gospel readings are from
Luke; over the summer we’ll focus on Luke’s Marks of Discipleship. Here’s a quick
overview:

Jesus begins his ministry in his hometown synagogue, reading Isaiah 61:1-2 and
claiming it as his own defining purpose. From there he travels around the region of
Galilee and toward Jerusalem, teaching and proclaiming that “the kingdom of God has
come near to you” (Luke 10:9). On his journey, Jesus shows God's favor for people we
would say are on ‘the margins of life:’ poor people, sick and demented folks and the like.

We know these people! They're our neighbors, maybe even within our family. One of
the things that make authentic Christian faith a challenge is that Jesus calls us to love
them even as he does. Not easy, is it?

This difficulty is reflected in two stories Luke shares. First, two would-be disciples are
not able to follow Jesus wholeheartedly, and they turn back. Then Jesus sends 70 of
his followers out to surrounding villages with a reminder that they may be accepted or
rejected even though they have come to heal the sick and proclaim that “the kingdom of
God has come near.”

Over the rest of the summer we'll hear reminders about the various marks of true
discipleship: loving others, listening to and learning from Jesus, prayer, giving and
generosity, watching for God’s return, healing and liberation, humility.

How can all this help us step back and ‘see the big picture’? Well, for
one thing, these stories remind us that the faith we hold (and the
church in which we learn this faith) is not all about us! It's about
God...and the wonderfully diverse people God loves. Second, we can
find refreshment in knowing that success is not what we achieve; it's
what God gives by grace to all who seek to be disciples of Jesus
Christ.
