May 15 and 16, 2009

Bowling Green State University

Voting members from All Saints Lutheran Church were Ted Beitelschees, Michelle Meyer, Judy Reber and
Pastor Rich Rentner.  The 185 congregations in the Synod are represented at the assembly by around 600 voting
members.  This includes both clergy and lay persons.

*  Opened with a Celebration of Holy Eucharist, presided and preached by Bishop Marcus Lohrmann.
    It included an affirmation of our Baptismal Covenant.
*  Heard State of the Church By ELCA Vice President Carlos Pena, reporting on the ministry of the ELCA,
    on behalf of Bishop Mark Hanson, the Presiding Bishop.
*  Bible Study Leader was Rev. Mark Powell, from Trinity Lutheran Theological Seminary
    (our Region Six Seminary)

Resolutions on the following to ELCA Churchwide Assembly, Minneapolis, MN.

*  Approved recommendation on Sexuality, Social Statement
*  Declined Resolutions to recommend ordination of Non-celebate homosexual clergy.
*  Approved affirming current teaching documents on sexuality
*  Approved a resolution acknowledging 2009 as Year of the Parent
*  Approved “Cherish Our Children” Initiative acted on in several other ELCA Synods

Other Workshops on Evangelism, Christian Education and Global Ministries

*  Inspired by Christian Musical Artist, Ken Medema
*  Assembly Banquet (Friday evening) honored significant ordination anniversaries and retirement
    of pastors.
*  Service of the Word on Saturday morning with contemporary style music by “Rewind” Praise Group
    from St.Mark’s, Toledo
